1. The event: 

The meeting will be held in Geneva on the 30th and 31st March 2009, at the invitation and under the chairmanship, of Mr. Kofi Annan, and in partnership with the Centre for Humanitarian Dialogue and the International Center for Transitional Justice.  

2. Objectives:

The Kofi Annan Foundation is gathering all relevant actors who took part in the mediation effort in Kenya in early 2008, as well as academics and practitioners who have since analyzed the effort, to (i) assess the mediation process and implementation of the National Accord; (ii) derive important lessons and strategies which might be applied in similar situations in the future by local, regional and international actors.  The meeting also provides an opportunity for the Kofi Annan Foundation to make known one of its core activities: the provision by Mr. Kofi Annan of peace advisory services through mediation, political mentoring, advocacy and other good offices.

The Opening Plenary will be opened by Mr. Kofi A. Annan, Chairman of the Kofi Annan Foundation and the African Union Panel of Eminent African Personalities. 
5. Followed by: Panel One: Mediation During the Kenya Crisis  (closed meeting)
Venue: Ballroom A-E
Panel One will provide a forum for an assessment of the mediation process during the crisis which culminated in the conclusion of the Kenya National Accord. The panelists will review the measures taken to quell the violence, and to restore fundamental rights and liberties and to resettle Internally Displaced Persons (IDPs). The Panel will assess the decisive roles played by the following entities: the mediators, the Kenyan Parliament, international actors such as the United Nations, the African Union and the Diplomatic Community in Nairobi, the media, civil society organizations as well as the private sector. The Moderator of the Panel will manage the discussions by the Speakers and interventions by participants from the audience, with a view to establishing the facts of what happened in Kenya during the crisis and how Kenyans responded to the challenge and draw out important lessons from the management of the process.
